The land and water provide a 
diverse and nutritious range of foods: shoots, roots, roe, kelp, seagull 
and murre eggs, smelt, shellfish, lake fish, salmon, caribou, moose, 
berries, greens, waterfowl, game birds, beluga, seal, walrus, and mouse 
food caches.
